As we look forward to another season at Beechwood Golf Course, there are a few items worth mentioning. 

• The President’s Cup will be back in 2026 it is the match play season long tournament.  The bracket style 

tournament similar to the WGC match play on tour.  $20 Entry Fee 

• The Ryder Cup is an intersquad event with 2 team captains.  Friday night captains will pick 12 players from 

each team for a 9 hole scramble match.  The rest of the field plays Sat/Sun.  Sept 25th- 27th 

• When the field warrants, we will offer a gross division for select events. 

• We are continuing to accept donations that will be earmarked toward a Beechwood Golf Course general fund.  

These funds would allow us to continue projects (tee renovations, tree removal, sand, etc.).  If you are so 

inclined, feel free to talk to Kyle for more information. 

• Another way to give back to the golf course is through a fund started in memory of long-time Men’s Club 

member Dick Euler.  Donations through the Unity Foundation are tax deductible.  The Beechwood Endowment 

Fund event will be on Sunday, July 19th.  

• We will offer 5 Senior Only Tournaments this season on Thursdays.  The dates are listed below and formats 

will be posted in the clubhouse and communicated via email.   Thursday, May 28th, June 25th, & July 23rd, Aug 

13th, Sept 10th.  Seniors qualify by being 60+, members that don’t qualify for gold tees will play the white tees. 

Membership Dues 

The Men’s Club dues will be $125 for membership.  Breakdown ($75 MC, $40 Handicap, $10 Hole in one pot).  An 

incentivized new member promotion will be offered; membership and handicap at the reduced rate of $100.  The 

event fee this season for most events will be $15.  The Hole In One pot payouts will be 50% of the pot if there is 1 HIO, 

2 or more will split 75% of the pot.  The remaining % will go towards Beechwood course projects. 

Raffle Tickets 

Raffle ticket sales and your dues represent the funds used throughout the season.  You are encouraged to 

sell/purchase at least $20 worth of tickets.  Ticket sales are the main catalyst to ensure the club has a successful 

financial season.   Tickets are $5 per, Ticket Deadline 5/7.  Additional tickets will be available in the golf shop.   

When turning in tickets and money to pro shop, please turn all tickets and money in at the same time. 

Gold Tees/Red Tees 

In order to play the gold tees, your age + handicap must equal at least 75.  To play the red tees, your age + handicap 

must equal at least 90.  You will be able to change from gold/red to white during the year, but you will not be allowed 

to go from white to gold/red.  The tee you stipulate for tournament rounds must be the tee you have played the 

majority of your posted rounds.  Scores from events where you play your own ball will be posted by the handicap 

chairman.
